Going Deeper Questions

“How Religion Tries to Steal That Which It Did Not – and Cannot – Earn for Itself”
Main Point: The greatest opposition to the new and living way that Jesus offers is the old and dead way of religion.
1. Read John 9:35-38. What good things has Jesus done for you this past week? Talke a minute to write them down, or share them with someone, and give God praise for them! Spend some time in worship, for who He is and for what He has done! 
2. Read John 9:39-10:2, 7-9. “A relationship with Jesus is the door to the kingdom of heaven.” In what ways have you tried in the past to “climb up some other way” into God’s righteousness, peace and joy? (Romans 14:17, the Apostle Paul affirming what Jesus is addressing here, that the kingdom of God is not found in external tradition.) To what degree has “religion” (specifically, an external, works-based approach) not satisfied your soul?
3. Read James 1:19-27. In what ways have you put on appearances to try and impress God – or other people? In what ways have you been able to be authentic before the Lord and other people? In what ways can you demonstrate an authentic faith this week? Who has the Lord put in your path to be a mentor/guide to? How will you guard against “leading the blind into a ditch”? (Matthew 15:14)
Have you been trying to get into the kingdom of God by climbing the ladder of religion?
Has your religion blinded you to your own sin?

How can you let Jesus be the door that you walk through into every area of your life this week?
